Everyone feelservous about taking exams. Here are some tips to help you make the most of
your revision time and keep those nerves under control.

|l tds i mportant to remember that an examina
want to see evidence that ybave drawn on your knowledge to develop a reasoned

argument, rather than replicate course notes and textbook facts. Revision should be a proces|
of consolidating understanding rather than cramming as much information as possible before
the morning of thexam.

1. Study Skills
Where to study:

Creating good conditions to study can help you make the most of the time you spend
revising. Here are some suggestions:

Find a quiet place to study and make sure you are sitting comfortably
Make sure your desk is welt li

Keep background noise to a minimum

Avoid studying in an area where there will be distractions (like televisions!)

Have everything you need to do your revision to hand before you start.

How to study:

There is no O0right wa wpdyoutclmoose enagbiesyputogaiea | o n g
solid grasp of key facts and consolidate your knowledge. Some students are happy to read
their classroom notes from start to finish, others prefer to simplify the information as much as
possible, turning everything ingkeleton notes, diagrams or mnemonics. In practice, most
students find that mixing techniques suits the varied nature of the subjects being revised, and

provides essential variety when studying.

For
instance, try switching from note taking to memorising; from reading to asking
someone to test you.

The top tip for successful revision is to make a plan; otherwise it is easy to waste your
precious revision time. We recommend that you start your revision at least two weeks
before your exams begin. It is helpful to look at your exam dates and work

backvards to the first date you intend to start revising.

List all your exam subjects and the amount of time you think you will need for each
one. Itis unlikely that the amounts will be equal; Many people find it advisable to
allocate more time to the subjexr topics they find the most difficult.

Assisting with revision

The secret to doing well in exams lies in planning. Youredp your child to create a clear
revision plan and method of studying that will make them feel in control of their work.

Tips for Revision Planning:

1 Work out a revision timetable for each subject
1 Break revision time into small chunkshourlong sessionwith short breaks at the
end of each session often work well.
1 Make sure your child has all essential books and materials
1 Condense notes onto postcards to act as revision prompts
1 Buy new stationary, highlighters and pens to make revision more interesting
1 Gothrough school notes with your child or listen while they revise a topic
T Ti me your childds attempts at practice

Providing all-round support

The best way to support your child during the stress of revision and exams is to make home
life as calm and pleasant as possible. It helps if other members of the household are aware
that your child may be under pressure and that alloesshould be made for this.

If your child is given study leave in the rup to exams, try to be at home as much as
possible so that you can share a break and chat together.
